1. Egy múltbeli esemény, cselekvés előtt egy másik esemény cselekvés folyamatosan történt  
· When 2 actions happened in the past, the past perfect continuous tense is used to clarify which action happened first. 

· Az elsőnek történt esemény, cselekvés kifejezésére a past perfect continuoust használjuk 

· A második cselekvés kifejezésére pedig a Past simple 
· Examples: 

· Mary looked tired. I could see that she had been studying for her English test recently.

· The children were soaking wet.  I knew they had been swimming in the lake.

2. Sokszor következtetések levonásakor is használjuk. 
· Examples: 

· There was a leak in the pipes, that is why the water bill had been getting higher and higher each month.

· The teacher looked very tired. She had  been marking test all day.
3. Sok esetben a Past perfect és Past continuous felcserélhető. 
· Examples: 

1. I had slept all night. - past perfect simple tense

1. I had been sleeping all night. - past perfect continuous tense

1. I have lived in this house many years. - - past perfect simple tense

1. I have been living in this house for many years. - past perfect continuous tense
